Olesya Kravchenko, organ
Nadya Sergeeva, harp (@-5], [21-)
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Nadya Sergeeva is a contemporary Russian harp player well-known for
her Radio Vatican recordings and winning the First Prize at the Carnegie
Hall International Competition in New York in 2015. She studied under
the Distinguished Artist of Russia and principal harpist of the Bolshoi
Theatre Orchestra Irina Pashinskaya (1948-2017), who was the pupil and
follower of the great 20th century harp player Vera Dulova.

Nadya’s art of solo performance received recognition in the First Prize,
Gold Medal and a special “Most Artistic Lady” award at the American
Forte International Music Competition (New York, 2015); First Prize at
the VI International Competition “Giovani Musicisti” in Treviso, Italy, in
2014; Grand Prix and the Special President of the Jury Prize at the
Filadelfia Festival 2013: The Musical City of Europe competition in Italy
in2013.

Since 2013 Nadya has toured with different programs in Rome, Vati-
can, Turin, Milan, Messina, Madrid, Toledo, Montevideo, London, Paris,
New York and across Russia.

Her partners in chamber music performance are Italian flautists Mau-
rizio Bignardelli and Enrico Sartori, Russian violinist Nadya Ostapenko
and organist Olesya Kravchenko.

With Sartori she recorded her first album “Sonatas” in Turin in 2014
and in the same year they won together the Second Prize in the Interna-
tional Harp Competition in Monza, Italy. Nadya is working with the Rome-
based studio Discoteca di Stato and the Vatican Radio, who recorded her
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playing Glinka, Glier and Connesson solo and Krumpholtz, Ciardi, Doppler-
Zamara, Faure and Damase in duet with Maurizio Bignardelli.

In 2015 the Moscow Conservatory made a recording of her solo per-
formance in the Rachmaninov Hall and included it in the CD series
“From the Moscow Conservatory Collection.” The same year “Sergeeva
& Ostapenko” CD of chamber music for harp and violin appeared,
following their duet being awarded the First Prize at the Filadelfia Festival
2013: The Musical City of Europe competition. In 2016 the duet won
the First Prize in the Marcel Tournier International Harp Competition in
Italy.

2017 marked the start of Nadya’s collaboration with the Head of the
Sirius Educational Centre in Sochi Mr. Hans-Joachim Frey - they organized
and presented a “Night of the Duet” programme together with the violinist
Nadya Ostapenko and next year had a “Poetry of Harp” evening where
the duo was joined by the organist and pianist Olesya Kravchenko.

In 2014 Nadya Sergeeva received the Moscow Government Award and
a title of the “Best Young Professional in the Field of Culture,” becoming
also the “Best Children’s Art School Teacher of 2015” in the professional
excellence competition.

Olesya Kravchenko is a contemporary Russian organist, harpsichord
player, pianist and teacher.



A graduate of the Moscow Conservatory majoring in Musicology and
Organ, she continued there as a postgraduate and was taught by the
Distinguished Artist of Russia, the Distinguished Art Worker of Russia, Pro-
fessor of the Moscow Conservatory, organist Natalya Gureeva, - a student
and follower of the great Soviet organist and teacher Leonid Roizman. Her
other teacher was the Distinguished Art Worker of Russia, Professor Inna
Barsova.

Olesya is the prizewinner of many international competitions, such as
International Organists Competition “Saint Petersburg-Gatchina” (2004),
VIII Moscow International Organ Festival in Moscow (2008), International
Bach Festival “From Christmas to Christmas” (2009), Il (2011) and
[l (2017) International Arts Festival “The road to Christmas” (2011),
Il International Arts Festival “Archangelskoe. Miracle play” (2012) and
IX International Christmas Festival “The Art of Good” (2016).

Since 2008 Olesya has performed with various programs on tour in
Liibeck, Berlin, Munich in Germany, Amsterdam, Le Havre in France, San
Francisco, Santa Barbara, San Louis Obispo and Lompoc in the USA, as
well as giving concerts in the major organ halls in Russia. She is a regular
participant of various festivals, including “Moscow Fall,” “The Soul of
Japan,” “Music on the Water,” “Music in Exile,” Moscow festival “From
Christmas to Christmas” and “Organ Nights in Kuskovo.” In 2012-2014
her appearances included a series of concerts “The Beauty That Sustains
My Life” led by Anastasia Chertok and presenting vocal and instrumental
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music of the 16th - 17th centuries at the Moscow Stanislavsky and
Nemirovich-Danchenko Theatre. In 2015 she took part in the world pre-
miere of the Poetic Oratorio “The Diamond Light of the Star” by Yuri
Tugarinov for mezzo-soprano, narrator, children’s choir, organ and string
orchestra.

Her stage partners are saxophonist Sergey Govorov, harpist Nadya
Sergeeva, organists Anastasia Chertok, Natalya Uzhvi, Maria Moiseeva
and Elena Panikova, pianist Elena Tarasova, flautist Anton Paisov, violin-
ists Hiroko Ninagawa, Ksenia Dubrovskaya, singer Nikolay Borchev, Maria
Aria, Kirill Filin, Tatiana Lanskaya, actors Chulpan Khamatova, Grigory
Adamenko. She works with Lev Kontorovich, Igor Dronov, Nikolay
Khondzinsky, Alexander Khurgin, Vladislav Bulakhov, Anton Paisov and
other conductors.

In 2012 Artservice Music Publishing released the first volume of “Bach.
Music for organ and flute” performed by Olesya Kravchenko and Anton

As a duo Sergeeva and Kravchenko have been giving concerts at the best
venues in Moscow and across the country: Beethoven Hall at the Bolshoi
Theatre, Small Hall and Myaskovsky Hall of the Moscow Conservatory, St
Peter and St Paul Lutheran Cathedral, Atrium of the Bread House at the
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Tsaritsyno estate, the Fireplace Lounge at the Bogolyubov Arts Library,
Organ Hall in the city of Kirov, Chamber Hall of the Pomorskaya Philhar-
monic in the city of Arkhangelsk and Sirius Art and Science Park in Sochi.
In the summer of 2017 they carried off a remarkable project introducing
a program for harp and piano at the Ancient Theatre of Tauric Chersonesos
in Sevastopol, Crimea. Both also take part in the annual Harp Festival
“Two Capitals” (The State History Museum, the Tsereteli Art Gallery, Con-
cert Hall “Taneevsky”) and the festival “Organ Nights in Kuskovo” (Ball
Room at the Kuskovo estate Palace).
