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Stanislav Kalinin is one of the most famous contemporary
Russian choral conductors and social activists in the sphere
of Russian musical art.

Distinguished Artist of the Russian Federation (1986), Dis-
tinguished Activist for the Arts of Russia (2005), Dean of the
Conducting Department of Moscow Conservatoire and Chair-
man of the Choral Conducting Department, Professor
Stanislav Kalinin is leading an active life as a teacher and
performer in Russia, as well as abroad. His teachers at the
Moscow Choral College and the Moscow Conservatoire were
the outstanding musicians A.V. Sveshnikov, B.l. Kulikov,
N.l. Demyanov and G.M. Dinor.

During his years of work as the chief choirmaster and con-
ductor of the State Academic Russian Choir of the USSR (in
1969-1987), Stanislav Kalinin toured in many cities in Rus-
sia and abroad (Bulgaria, Hungary, Germany, Greece, Poland,
Slovakia, France, Czech Republic and Japan).

A special page of Stanislav Kalinin’s artistic biography is
comprised of his performing activities with Conservatoire
choral ensembles and, first of all, with the Moscow Conser-
vatoire Choir which he has directed since 1996. Having con-
tinued the tradition, which reaches back to the great name
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of N.M. Danilin, S. Kalinin brought this choral ensemble up
to the level of the best professional choirs with his frequent
performances in Russia and in other countries, taking partin
numerous competitions and festivals.

Composer Andrei Yakovlevich Eshpai remarked about
Stanislav Kalinin’s abilities as a conductor: “Stanislav
Semyonovich Kalinin is a wonderful musician endowed with
the highest professionalism, genuine artistry, a flawless taste
and sense of style, which makes it possible for him to solve
the most complicated problems of choral performance.”

The entire musical pedagogical career of Professor Stanislav
Kalinin is inseparably connected with the Moscow Conserva-
toire, where he has taught choral conducting since 1970, hav-
ing brought up over fifty specialists of choral performance, both
Russian and from other countries. He has frequently been in-
vited to participate in juries of prestigious choral competitions
across the whole world, as well as to hold master classes in
such countries as Argentina, Belarus, Korea, Ukraine and USA.

The Moscow Conservatoire Choir is one of the oldest per-
forming groups in Russia, having been established in 1924 and
carrying out broad educational, illuminating and artistic goals.
Numerous outstanding conductors have collaborated with the
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Choir, including Claudio Abbado, Kuno Areng, Vassily Sinaisky,
Yuri Simonov, Andres Mustonen, Vladimir Ponkin, Valery Polyan-
sky and Evgeny Savchuk. The Choir has constantly performed
together with Gennady Rozhdestvensky. Under his direction in
recent years the Choir has performed such masterpieces of
world music literature as Felix Mendelssohn’s oratorio “Elijah,”
J.S. Bach’s Mass in B Minor, Masses by Joseph Haydn and Ben-
jamin Britten’s cantata “St. Nicholas.”

One of the most important directions in the work of the
Choir has always been the performance of the Russian clas-
sic compositions for a cappella Choir — works by Dmitri Bort-
nyansky, Pyotr Tchaikovsky, Sergei Taneyev, Nikolai
Rimsky-Korsakov, Alexander Grechaninov, Alexander Kastal-
sky, Pavel Chesnokov, Alexander Nikolsky and Nikolai Golo-
vanov, as well as works by contemporary composers —
Nikolai Sidelnikov, Roman Ledenyov, Rodion Shchedrin,
Alfred Schnittke, Valery Kikta, Valery Kalistratov, Yuri Butskko,
Yuri Falik, Anatoly Kisselev and Andrei Eshpai.
