Sergey Dorensky was born in 1931. His family was quite musical in an amateur
way. His first teacher was L. Krasenskaya in the Central Musical School. In 1944
Prof. G. Ginzburg became the tutor of the young pianist. The creative way of Doren-
sky was connect with this famous musician. Under the guidance of Prof. Ginzburg
he studied at the Moscow Conservatoire both as a student and a post-graduate.
“It was an unforgettable period of my life, — remembered Dorensky later, — It was
impossible to be near Ginzbourg and not to love pianism”. The well-known per-
formers G. Akselrod, A. Skavronsky, I. Chernyshov were Ginzburg's disciples, too.

After graduating from the Conservatoire (1955, honours diploma) Dorensky be-
came a prize-winner of the International Piano Competition at the V World Festival
of Youth and Students in Warsaw (the 1st Prize, Gold Medal), in 1957 he won the
2nd Prize at the I International Piano Competition in Rio-de-Janeiro. Since that
time, his intensive performing activities including both the solo and the symphonic
concerts in Russia and abroad (in more than 35 countries) began. He was awarded
the titles «<Honoured Artist of the USSR» (1966) and «National Artist of Russia»
(1988).

Pedagogical work is also very important for Dorensky. In 1957 he became Prof.
Ginzburg's assistant. The next year he started his own pedagogical practice at the
Conservatoire. Among his disciples are 35 laureates of International Piano Com-
petitions: St. Bunin, D. Gaiduk, A. Pisarev, A. Schtarkman, P. Nersesyan, Ramzi
Yassa (Egypt), V. Rudenko, et al. He was a jury member of the 47 International
Piano Competitions. Dorensky was a participant of a number of international ped-
agogical seminars. He is Professor and Head of Piano Department of the Moscow
Conservatoire.
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The performing style of the pianist is characterized as traditional. Heroic and
pathetic images as well as piano toccata-style are not near to him. His performance
includes poetry, lyric and plastic features, heartfelt, kind and warm intonations,
deep emotions both in classical and romantic compositions, works by ancient and
modern authors. He plays Beethoven, Schumann, Liszt, Debussy, Ravel, Scriabin,
Gershwin, Barber, Shchedrin... But Chopin is his favourite composer. His high-spir-
itual interpretations of the plain and natural world of Chopin's music are amazing.

The recording features a wide range of musical images of the great composer —
from lively dancing miniatures to the tragedy of the Second Sonata.
