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Lukas GeniuSas is a Russian and Lithuanian pianist, who has established a reputation of one
of the most exciting and recognizable performers of his generation.

The musician, whose performance style is distinguished by “brilliance and maturity” (The
Guardian) has performed recitals at some of the world’s most prestigious venues, including
Wigmore Hall in London, the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam, the Salle Gaveau and the Louvre
Auditorium in Paris, the Frick Collection in New York, the Phillips Collection, the Teatro Carlo
Felice, the Verdi Hall in Milan, and the Grand Hall of the Moscow Conservatory. He has also
regularly taken part in festivals, such as the one in La Roque-d’Anthéron, the Piano aux Jaco-
bins Festival, the Rheingau Musik Festival, the Ruhr Piano Festival, the Schloss Elmau Festi-
val, and the Lockenhaus Festival.

Geniusas has performed with numerous orchestras, including the Philharmonic Orchestra of
Radio France, the National Orchestra of Lyon, the NHK Symphony Orchestra, the City of Bir-
mingham Symphony Orchestra, the St. Petersburg Philharmonic Symphony Orchestra, the
chamber orchestra Kremerata Baltica, the Russian National Orchestra, the Mariinsky The-
ater Symphony Orchestra, the Toronto Symphony Orchestra, and the Warsaw Philharmonic
Orchestra under the baton of the distinguished conductors Valery Gergiev, Mikhail Pletnev,
Leonard Slatkin, Charles Dutoit, Andrey Boreyko, Tugan Sokhiev, Saulius Sondeckis, Dmitry
Sitkovetsky, Antoni Wit, Rafael Payare, and Dmitry Liss. GeniuSas has been a guest artist at
the Toronto-based charity project “Looking at the Stars” since 2015. The project aims to bring
classical music to the institutions and organizations (prisons, hospitals, shelters) where people
might not be able to hear it at concerts in a traditional setting.



Among the most important events of the 2019/2020 season are the concert debuts with the
Philadelphia Orchestra, the Yomiuri Nippon Symphony Orchestra (postponed due to the glob-
al pandemic), the Aalborg Symphony Orchestra, the Bulgarian National Radio Symphony
Orchestra, and the recitals at the Gilmore International Piano Festival and the Théatre des
Champs-Elysées. In the current season, GeniusSas again performed as part of the program
Les Grands Interpretes in Lyon, at the Salle Gaveau and the Schloss Elmau, and with the
Warsaw Philharmonic Orchestra. The 2020/2021 season saw debuts with the Orchestre de
Paris conducted by Esa-Pekka Salonen at the Philharmonie de Paris, recitals at the Warsaw
Philharmonic, a tour with the Orchestre national des Pays de la Loire (postponed due to the
pandemic), and two series of concerts with Orchestra di Padova e del Veneto, and others.

Known for his innate desire for learning and extensive musical interests, GeniuSas masters the
widest range of repertoire, from baroque music to contemporary works. His repertoire com-
prises a wide variety of works, from Beethoven’s piano concertos to Hindemith’s Ludus Tonalis
and John Adams’ works. The pianist also shows great interest in the Russian repertoire, in-
cluding Tchaikovsky, Rachmaninov, and Prokofiev. GeniuSas actively performs as a chamber
musician and constantly replenishes his repertoire with new works by contemporary compos-
ers, and also brings rarely performed works of the past back to the stage.

These aspects of Geniusas’ artistic career are captured in his critically acclaimed discogra-
phy, which includes works by Beethoven, Brahms, Rachmaninov (complete cycle of preludes),
Chopin (Etudes, Op. 10 and Op. 25), Stravinsky, Desyatnikov, and Tchaikovsky recorded with
Aylen Pritchin for Firma Melodiya. His latest CD with Prokofiev's Sonatas Nos. 2 and 5 re-
ceived the prestigious Diapason d’Or Award from Diapason magazine in January 2019.



Lukas Geniusas was born in Moscow in 1990 into a family of hereditary musicians, where
music was both a profession and a habitat. It was his grandmother, Vera Gornostayeva, the
renowned pianist, People’s Artist of Russia, teacher, educator, and professor at the Moscow
Conservatory, who took charge of the boy’s professional upbringing. She was there to educate
him during all his schooling years.

In 2008, he finished the Moscow State Chopin College of Musical Performance, and graduated
from the Moscow State Tchaikovsky Conservatory in 2013. He is a prize-winner of a number
of prestigious international competitions. In particular, he was awarded the silver medals at
the International Tchaikovsky Competition in 2015 and the International Chopin Competition in
2010.

Lukas Geniusas is one of the creative individuals for whom music is a way of learning and a
means of expressing his attitude.

An ever careful follower of the traditions of Russian and Western musical culture, he paves his
way as a representative of the new generation of musicians of the 21st century.
