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Lukas GeniuSas was born on July 1, 1990 in Moscow. He began his music stud-
ies at the age of five and continued them at a children’s music school and the
Frederic Chopin Music College.

In 2008 he began his studies at the Moscow Conservatory. Lukas’ main in-
structor during his years of studies was his grandmother — the famous teacher,
People’s Artist of Russia and Professor Vera Gornostayeva. Upon graduation from
the Conservatory in 2013 Lukas was given the award “The Best Graduate of the
Year.”

Lukas Geniusas is a laureate of the International Competition for Young Pi-
anists “Step Towards Mastery” in St. Petersburg (First Prize, 2002), the Open Com-
petition of the Central Music School in Moscow (First Prize, 2003), the Moscow
International Frédéric Chopin Competition for Young Pianists (Second Prize,
2004), the Gina Bachauer International Competition for Young Pianists in Salt
Lake City, USA (Second Prize, 2005), as well as international competitions in Glas-
gow (Second Prize, 2007), “Musica Viva” in San-Marino (Second Prize, 2008),
“Musica della Val Tidone” in Italy (First Prize, 2009) and the Gina Bachauer In-
ternational Competition in Salt Lake City (First Prize, 2010). In 2010 he won the
Secod Prize at the Frédéric Chopin International Competition in Warsaw, and in
2012 he was awarded the German Piano Prize.

He has toured in many Russian cities, in Germany, France, Italy, Spain, Poland,
Lithuania, Latvia, Denmark, Sweden, USA, Japan, South Korea and Brazil.

He performed with the Hamburg and Duisburg Symphony Orchestras, the BBC
Scottish Symphony Orchestra, the Lithuanian State Orchestra, the Warsaw Phil-
harmonic Orchestra, the St. Petersburg Cappella Orchestra and the “Kremerata
Baltica” Chamber Orchestra. He worked with such conductors as Vladimir Ziva,



Andrei Boreiko, Saulus Sondeckis, Gidon Kremer, Dmitri Liss and Jonathan Dar-
lington.

The young pianist’s repertoire includes compositions from the Baroque period
to the present days. He can present 10 complete solo programs for recitals, as
well as 25 concertos for piano and orchestra. His accomplishments include the
performances of some of the most technically difficult masterpieces of piano
music, including Liszt's Sonata in B minor, Brahms’ Sonata No. 1, Beethoven’s
“Hammerklavier” Sonata No. 29, Chopin’s 24 Preludes, Beethoven'’s five piano
concertos and Hindemith’s “Ludus tonalis.”

Lukas is actively engaged in performances of chamber music — he partici-
pates in various instrumental ensembles and studies new repertoire, including
rarely performed works and music by contemporary composers.

Lukas Geniusas’s performance of 24 Preludes for piano by Sergei Rach-
maninov, presented on this compact disc, was recorded at the recital at the
Grand Hall of the Moscow Conservatory on March 25, 2013. This is how the
famous music critic P. Kartush writes in the “Piano Forum” journal about Lukas
Geniusas’ performance of Rachmaninov’s Preludes: “...my ears were granted a
startling effect of a profoundly individual, fully carried out realization of Rach-
maninov’s cycle.

From the very first touch of the keyboard it became clear that we are dealing
with a first-class pianist. This is already not merely an artistically inclined youth,
but a remarkable and mature master with an unforeseeable perspective of further
developing talent which is capable in each phase of his evolution to reveal qual-
ities that are marked by artistic unity. It is easy to foresee the artist’s subsequent
brilliant path, when this path has already begun its course...”
